3- Through intellectual disecussion develop general knowledge, self intellect
and confidence.

4- To develop the art of adjustment sharing with other 50 campers of various
cultural background.

5- To understand the importance of disciplined life.

6- Through cultural programmes get exposure & recognize self skill & talent,
also polish them.

7- Through voluntary donation of lak develop a feeling of respect for labours.

Inaugration :- In the chief hospitality of Prof. M. C. Himdhar District
Organizer National Service Scheme District-Korea and in the special hospitality
of Shri Ran Singh Sarpanch and Shri Basant Singh Janpad Sadasya
Baikunthpur, a special seven-day camp was inaugurated at Gram Panchayat
Bhawan Khodri.

There was presence of 52 members in the camp including 47
volunteers, two professors and 3 villagers for 7 continuous days.

First of all, 5 groups of volunteers were formed in the name of
goddesses. The groups were named Chandraghanta, Kalratri, Brahmacharini,
Shailputri, Mahagauri Group respectively. In the camp, every day in the
evening, a meeting of group leaders and volunteers was held and the action plan
for the next day was told so that the volunteers could make their preparations on
the same basis. By dividing food, stage, cleanliness, village contact, machine
operation among different teams, it was ensured that the camp routine along
with cultural program was followed every day.
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Work allotted to the group —

1- P.T., parade, yoga.

2- Kitchen work.

3- Stage decoration.

4- Dais management.

5- Guest reception.

6- Serve food, break fast.

7- Rally, voluntary labour donatories, contact with villagers.
8- Intellectual descussions on various topics.

9- Cultural programme.

10- Local games.

Yoga, P. 1., Parade — Every Morning girls are required to do Yoga, P.T. &
parade in the camp ground. The camps are normally arranged in school hostels
which are equipped with play grounds, wash rooms & kitchens. Through yoga
& P.T.they remain fit & energetic whole day. Along with this girls are total
about the works achived & contribution done by their name leader who had
been great workers of their time. This helps them to know about them and also
gain general knowledge.

Labour donation & field work — Under Shramdaan, villagers were made
aware by cleaning the premises of Gram Panchayat Khodri, cleaning in front of
the school and around the local market and conducting a complete cleanliness
campaign around 5 hand pumps. Public awareness rally was taken out regarding
de-addiction, cleanliness, making the village free from open defecation and
voter awareness, in which efforts were made to awaken public awareness
through slogans, songs and street plays. Through door-to-door survey, 146
families were made aware by giving information on points like cleanliness,
garden, education, employment, organic fertilizer, toilet, de-addiction, water
conservation etc.
